Setback 1: Betrayal
Genesis 37:28 ESV

28 Then Midianite traders passed by. And they drew Joseph 
up and lifted him out of the pit, and sold him to the 

Ishmaelites for twenty shekels of silver. They took Joseph to 
Egypt.



Setback 2: False Accusation and Injustice
Genesis 39:11-15 ESV

11 But one day, when he went into the house to do his work and 
none of the men of the house was there in the house, 12 she caught 
him by his garment, saying, “Lie with me.” But he left his garment in 

her hand and fled and got out of the house. 13 And as soon as she 
saw that he had left his garment in her hand and had fled out of the 

house, 



Setback 2: False Accusation and Injustice
Genesis 39:11-15 ESV

14 she called to the men of her household and said to them, “See, he 
has brought among us a Hebrew to laugh at us. He came in to me to 

lie with me, and I cried out with a loud voice. 15 And as soon as he 
heard that I lifted up my voice and cried out, he left his garment 

beside me and fled and got out of the house.”



Setback 3: Rejection
Genesis 40:14-15 ESV

14 Only remember me, when it is well with you, and please do me the 
kindness to mention me to Pharaoh, and so get me out of this house. 

15 For I was indeed stolen out of the land of the Hebrews, and here also I 
have done nothing that they should put me into the pit.”

Genesis 40:23 ESV
23 Yet the chief cupbearer did not remember Joseph, but forgot him.



Joseph’s Breakthrough
Genesis 41:41-43 NIV

41 So Pharaoh said to Joseph, “I hereby put you in charge of the whole 
land of Egypt.” 42 Then Pharaoh took his signet ring from his finger and 
put it on Joseph’s finger. He dressed him in robes of fine linen and put a 
gold chain around his neck. 43 He had him ride in a chariot as his second-

in-command, and people shouted before him, “Make way!” Thus he 
put him in charge of the whole land of Egypt.
