1 Kings 2:2-4 ESV

2 “I am about to go the way of all 
the earth. Be strong, and show 
yourself a man, 
3 and keep the charge of the 
LORD your God, walking in his 
ways and keeping his statutes, his 
commandments, his rules, and his 
testimonies, as it is written in the 
Law of Moses, that you may 
prosper in all that you do and 
wherever you turn, 



1 Kings 3:3-4 ESV

3 Solomon loved the LORD, 
walking in the statutes of David 
his father, only he sacrificed and 
made offerings at the high 
places.

4 And the king went to Gibeon 
to sacrifice there, for that was 
the great high place. Solomon 
used to offer a thousand burnt 
offerings on that altar.



1 Kings 11:4,6 ESV

4 For when Solomon was old his wives 
turned away his heart after other gods, and 
his heart was not wholly true to the LORD 
his God, as was the heart of David his 
father.
6 So Solomon did what was evil in the sight 
of the LORD and did not wholly follow the 
LORD, as David his father had done.



1 Kings 11:11ESV

Therefore the LORD said to Solomon, 
“Since this has been your practice and 
you have not kept my covenant and my 
statutes that I have commanded you, I 
will surely tear the kingdom from you 
and will give it to your servant.

5 Steps 
How to 

Fear the Lord



Step 1:

Choose to 
Fear the 
Lord



Proverbs 1:7 ESV
The fear of the LORD is the beginning of 
knowledge; fools despise wisdom and 
instruction.

Proverbs 1:29 ESV
Because they hated knowledge and did 
not choose the fear of the LORD,



Step 2:

Find the 
Lord



Proverbs 2:4-5 ESV
4 if you seek it like silver
and search for it as for hidden treasures,

5 then you will understand the fear of the 
LORD
and find the knowledge of God.



Step 3:

Trust in the 
Lord



Proverbs 3:5-7 ESV
5 Trust in the LORD with all your heart,
and do not lean on your own 
understanding.

6 In all your ways acknowledge him,
and he will make straight your paths.

7 Be not wise in your own eyes;
fear the LORD, and turn away from evil



Step 4:

Walk in 
uprightness



Proverbs 14:2 ESV
Whoever walks in uprightness fears the 
LORD, but he who is devious in his ways 
despises him.

Proverbs 8:13
The fear of the LORD is hatred of evil. 
Pride and arrogance and the way of evil 
and perverted speech I hate.



Step 5:

Always fear 
the Lord



Proverbs 23:17 ESV
Let not your heart envy sinners, but 
continue in the fear of the LORD all the 
day.

Proverbs 28:14 ESV
Blessed is the one who fears the LORD 
always, but whoever hardens his heart 
will fall into calamity.
